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KYIV, July 16: Russian

President Vladimir Putin said

in an interview published on

Sunday that Russia has a “suf-

ficient stockpile” of cluster

munitions, and warned that

Russia “reserves the right to

take reciprocal action” if

Ukraine uses the controver-

sial weapons.

In his first comments on

the delivery of cluster mu-

nitions to Ukraine from the

US, Putin said that Russia

has not used cluster bombs

in its war in Ukraine so far.

The use of cluster bombs by

both Russia and Ukraine has

been widely documented,

including by The Associated

Press and international hu-

manitarian organisations,

and cluster rounds have

been found in the aftermath

of Russian strikes.

“Until now, we have not

done this, we have not used

it, and we have not had such

a need,” he said,

Rossiya TV reporter Pav-

Russia has sufficient stockpile
of cluster bombs, says Putin

el Zarubin published ex-

cerpts of the interview to his

Telegram channel on Sunday

ahead of a scheduled broad-

cast on Sunday night.

The Pentagon said on

Thursday that cluster muni-

tions provided by the United

States had arrived in Ukraine.

The munitions, which are

bombs that open in the air

and release scores of small-

er bomblets, are seen by

the US as a way to get Kyiv

critically-needed ammuni-

tion to help bolster its of-

fensive and push through

Russian front lines. US lead-

ers debated the thorny is-

sue for months, before

President Joe Biden made

the final decision last week.

Cluster bombs have long

been criticized by humanitar-

ian groups, and some US al-

lies, because those used in

previous conflicts have had a

high “dud rate,” meaning

that they often leave behind

unexploded bomblets that can

harm civilians long after a

battle has ended.

Proponents argue that

Russia has already been us-

ing cluster munitions in

Ukraine and that the weap-

ons the US is providing

have been improved to

leave behind far fewer un-

exploded rounds. Ukraine

has promised to use them

only away from densely-

populated areas.

On the ground, the Ukrain-

ian military said in a regular

update on Sunday morning

that over the previous 24

hours Russia had launched two

Iranian-made Shahed explod-

ing drones, two cruise missiles

and two anti-aircraft guided

missiles, in addition to 40 air-

strikes and 46 attacks from

multiple rocket launchers.

The Ukrainian General Staff

wrote that Russia continues to

concentrate on offensive op-

erations in Ukraine’s industri-

al east. Donetsk regional Gov-

ernor Pavlo Kyrylenko said on

Sunday that two residents of

the region were killed on Sat-

urday, and one other person

was wounded.

Elsewhere in the country,

two boys, aged eight and 10,

were wounded when an ex-

plosive device left by Russian

forces detonated in the

southern region of Kherson

on Sunday, according to the

Ukrainian Prosecutor Gen-

eral’s Office.

Regional Governor Ole-

ksandr Prokudin said that

Russia had launched 69 shell-

ing attacks against Kherson

region. A 59-year-old man

died on Saturday when at-

tempting to disarm a round

in the regional capital, also

called Kherson.

Yurii Malashko, Governor

of the neighbouring, partly-

occupied, Zaporizhzhia re-

gion, said Russia had at-

tacked 13 populated areas in

the region, wounding seven

people in the town of Step-

nohirsk. – AP

KARACHI, July 16: A

Hindu temple, believed to

be built nearly 150 years

ago, has been demolished

after being declared an old

and dangerous structure in

Karachi, the provincial cap-

ital of Pakistan’s Sindh prov-

ince, leaving the Hindu

community in shock.

The Mari Mata Temple in

Karachi’s Soldier Bazar was

razed to the ground by bull-

dozers in the presence of a

heavy contingent of police

force late on Friday night.

“They (authorities) did it

very early in the morning and

we were not informed this

was going to happen,” said

Ram Nath Mishra Maharaj,

who looks after old Hindu

temples in the area.

Mishra, the caretaker of the

nearby Shri Punch Mukhi Ha-

numan Mandir, said that the

bulldozers left the outer walls

and the temple’s main gate in-

tact, but they demolished the

entire inside structure.

Mishra said that the tem-

ple was built some 150 years

ago and told stories that

there was treasure buried

beneath its courtyard.

He said that the temple,

which covered some 400 to

500 square yards in the area,

had been the target of land

grabbers and developers for

years now.

A senior police official of

the local police station said

150-year-old Hindu temple
demolished in Karachi

that the temple was demol-

ished as it had been de-

clared a dangerous struc-

ture by authorities.

He said the temple was run

by the Madrasi Hindu com-

munity of Karachi which had

agreed the structure was

very old and dangerous. The

temple management reluc-

tantly but temporarily moved

most of the deities to a small

room until they could carry

out some renovation work

there, he added.

A Hindu community lead-

er of the area, Ramesh, said

the temple management

was under pressure to va-

cate the premises for some

time now as the land had

been sold to a developer on

forged documents who

wanted to build a commer-

cial building on the plot.

The Hindu community has

appealed to the Pakistan-Hin-

du Council, Sindh Chief Min-

ister Syed Murad Ali Shah

and the Inspector General of

Sindh police to take notice

and look into the matter on

an urgent basis.

Karachi is home to many

ancient Hindu Mandirs. Hin-

dus form the biggest minor-

ity community in Pakistan.

The majority of Pakistan’s

Hindu population is settled in

Sindh province where they

share culture, traditions and

language with Muslim resi-

dents. – PTI

PHOENIX, July 16: A dan-

gerous heat wave threatened

a wide swathe of the South-

west with potentially deadly

temperatures in the triple

digits on Saturday as some

cooling centres planned to

extend their hours and emer-

gency rooms prepared to

treat more people will heat-

related illnesses.

“Near record tempera-

tures are expected this

weekend!” the National

Weather Service in Phoe-

nix warned in a tweet, ad-

vising people to follow its

heat safety tips such as

drinking plenty of water and

checking on family mem-

bers and neighbours.

“Don’t be a statistic!” the

weather service in Tucson

US Southwest swelters under dangerous heat wave!

advised, noting that extreme

heat can be deadly. “It CAN

happen to YOU!”

About 200 hydration sta-

tions distributing bottles of

water and cooling centres

where thousands of people

can rest in air-conditioned

spaces opened on Saturday

morning in public spaces

like libraries, churches and

businesses around the

Phoenix metro area.

Charles Sanders spent Fri-

day afternoon with his Chi-

huahua mix Babygirl at the

air-conditioned Justa Centre,

which offers daytime servic-

es to older homeless people

in downtown Phoenix. It’s

also serving as a hydration

station, distributing free bot-

tles of water to the public.

Because of funding and

staffing limitations, the

center can only stay open

until 5:30 pm. So Sanders,

a 59-year-old who uses a

wheelchair, has spent the

sweltering nights with his

pet in a tattered tent be-

hind the building.

"I’ve been here for four

summers now and it’s the

worst so far,” said Sanders, a

former welder originally

from Denver.

David Hondula, chief heat

officer for the City of Phoe-

nix, said on Friday that be-

cause of the health risks some

centres were extending

hours that are sometimes ab-

breviated because of limited

volunteers and money.

“This weekend there will

be some of the most serious

and hot conditions we’ve

ever seen,” said Hondula.

He said just one location,

the Brian Garcia Welcome

Centre for homeless people

in downtown Phoenix,

planned to be open 24 hours

and direct people to shelters

and other air-conditioned

spaces for the night. During

especially hot spells in some

past years, the Phoenix Con-

vention Centre has opened

as a nighttime cooling cent-

er, but Hondula said he had

not heard of that possibility

this year. – AP

Passenger takes controls
of small airplane from
ailing pilot and crash-lands

BOSTON, July 16: A passenger of a small airplane

took the controls and crash-landed on a Massachusetts

island on Saturday after the pilot suffered a medical

emergency, police said.

The crash happened on Saturday afternoon near

Martha’s Vineyard Airport in West Tisbury, Massa-

chusetts. The 79-year-old male pilot suffered the

emergency during the plane’s final approach, Massa-

chusetts State Police said.

State police said the crash “resulted in a hard land-

ing outside the runway that caused the aircraft’s left

wing to break in half.”

Authorities did not name either person on the plane and

said both were transported to a hospital.

The pilot was then flown to a Boston hospital in life-

threatening condition. The female passenger was unin-

jured and released from a local hospital, police said.

The 2006 Piper Meridian airplane departed from

Westchester County, New York, earlier on Saturday after-

noon. The pilot and passenger are Connecticut residents,

police said.

The crash is being investigated by state police and the

Federal Aviation Administration.

The aircraft was removed and taken to a secure location at

the airport and the crash scene was cleared, state police said.

The crash happened almost 24 years to the day after a

Piper crash killed John F Kennedy Jr, his wife Carolyn

Bessette and her sister Lauren Bessette off Martha’s

Vineyard. – AP
