NEW DELHI, Aug 5: Sev-

eral Opposition leaders today

alleged that the BJP-led gov-

ernment wants to bring a Bill

for amending the Wakf Act

to create a divide in the soci-

ety and asserted that they

will strongly oppose such a

legislation.

Several BJP leaders, how-

ever, strongly defended the

imminent move, stressing

that the Modi government

has always worked with the

intention of bringing trans-

parency in every sphere.

The Bill to amend the Wakf

Act, 1995, if it is introduced

and passed, will make it man-

datory for the Waqf boards to

register their properties with

the District Collectors to en-

sure their actual valuation.

There are 30 Waqf boards in

the country. The sources on

Sunday pointed out that the

revenue generated by all Waqf

properties is estimated at Rs

200 crore per annum. This is

not in sync with the number

of properties such bodies

have, they said.

They claimed that the gov-

ernment move comes in the

backdrop of demands from

within the Muslim community.

KOLKATA, Aug 5: Amid

the ongoing unrest in neigh-

bouring Bangladesh, West

Bengal Chief Minister Mama-

ta Banerjee today appealed to

the people of the State to

maintain peace and avoid prov-

ocation, and urged political

parties to refrain from mak-

ing controversial remarks.

Declining to comment on

developments in Bangladesh,

the Chief Minister said it is a

matter for the Ministry of

External Affairs to respond.

“I would appeal to all citi-

zens of West Bengal to main-

tain peace and avoid all forms

of provocation. I appeal to

people of all communities

with folded hands to remain

calm and not engage in any

communal behaviour or take

the law into their own

hands,” Banerjee told re-

According to the Railway

Ministry, Maitri Express,

Bandhan Express and Mitali

Express operated their last

trips in mid-July this year and

have been cancelled since

then due to violent protests

in Bangladesh. Both Maitri

Express and Bandhan Ex-

press were initially cancelled

from July 19, 2024, to August

6, 2024, they said.

NEW DELHI, Aug 5: The Supreme Court today extended

by six months the tenure of the Justice Gita Mittal Commit-

tee set up to oversee relief and rehabilitation of the victims of

ethnic violence in Manipur.

A bench of Chief Justice DY Chandrachud, Justice JB Pardi-

wala and Justice Manoj Misra extended the term of the panel

after it was informed that its tenure ended on July 15.

“The committee chaired by Justice Gita Mittal stands ex-

tended by six months,” the bench said.

On August 7 last year, the bench had ordered setting up of

the committee of three former women High Court judges to

oversee relief and rehabilitation of the victims and compensa-

tion to them, besides asking former Maharashtra Police chief

Dattatray Padsalgikar to monitor the probe in criminal cases.

The committee was authorised to submit its reports di-

rectly to the top court which is monitoring the cases related

to ethnic strife.

The panel, headed by former Jammu & Kashmir High Court

Chief Justice Mittal, includes Justices (Retd) Shalini P Joshi, a

former judge of the Bombay High Court, and Asha Menon, an

ex-judge of the Delhi High Court.

The three-member panel was constituted days after the

apex court had termed as “deeply disturbing” the video of

women being paraded naked in the State.

More than 200 people have been killed, several hundred

injured and thousands displaced since ethnic violence first

broke out in the State on May 3, 2023 when a ‘Tribal Solidar-

ity March’ was organised in the hill districts to protest against

the majority Meitei community’s demand for Scheduled Tribe

status. – PTI

Several Opp leaders
vow to oppose any Bill
to amend Waqf Act

Samajwadi Party chief

Akhilesh Yadav said his party

will oppose the Centre’s

move to bring a Bill in Parlia-

ment to amend the 1995 law

governing Waqf boards, and

accused the BJP of trying to

snatch the rights of Muslims.

“We will be against it

(Wakf Act amendment Bill),”

Yadav told reporters when

asked about the proposed

amendment

“BJP’s only work is to di-

vide Hindus and Muslims,

snatch the rights of Muslim

brothers and work on the

manner in which to snatch

the rights given to them in

the Constitution,” he said in

Lucknow. IUML’s ET Mo-

hammed Basheer said the

move on the part of the gov-

ernment is ill-intentioned.

“A committee was ap-

pointed under K Rahman

Khan and the BJP wanted to

have a grip on the Waqf prop-

erties. They want to take cus-

tody of the Waqf properties.

“If such a legislation

comes, we will very strong-

ly oppose it. We will also

speak with like-minded par-

ties,” he told reporters out-

side Parliament.

If the government goes

ahead with the Bill, it must

be prepared for strong op-

position, Basheer added.

Shiv Sena (UBT) MP Pri-

yanka Chaturvedi alleged

that the BJP-led government

wants to run away from the

discussion on Budget and,

therefore, they have come up

with the Waqf issue.

“Until it is tabled in Parlia-

ment, I would not like to

comment,” she added.

CPI(M) MP Amra Ram

said the BJP believes in “di-

visive politics” and instead of

strengthening Waqf boards,

they are trying to interfere

with them.

CPI(ML) MP Sudama Pras-

ad said the BJP-led govern-

ment’s only intention is to

promote a divisive agenda.

“Bring a Bill to deal with

unemployment. But they are

24X7 only looking at divisive

agenda like mandir-masjid

and Hindustan-Pakistan,” he

said. Asked about the talk of

the Bill on Wakf Act, JMM’s

Mahua Maji said one-sided

view should not be taken and

if any amendments are to be

made, the government

should listen to all sides. – PTI

10 coaches owned by Indi-

an Railways but since these

coaches were used in that

particular train only, there

is no inconvenience of any

sort to us. The train’s loco

used to be changed at the

border.

erates between Khulna and

Kolkata. – PTI

“I will also urge our lead-

ers not to say or post any such

thing,” she said.

The police also urged peo-

ple not to upload “provoca-

tive” posts on social media

and not to pay heed to ru-

mours. The State police’s ap-

peal came after certain posts

appeared on social media re-

garding the ongoing situation

in Bangladesh.

“The State administration

is alert and vigilant. Keep

calm and maintain peace. Giv-

en the current situation in

neighbouring Bangladesh, we

have noticed a few posts and

videos on social media that

may create discord and un-

rest,” the State police post-

ed on the X handle.

“Please do not pay atten-

tion to rumours, do not share

provocative videos, do not

step into a fake news trap,”

it added. – PTI
