(KVIC, Central Office, Mumbai) has also issued Letters/Circulars from time to time in
this regard. KVIC/KVIB/DIC doesn’t charge any amount for the PMEGP application
submission. Any illegal activity related to PMEGP must be brought under the notice
of the concerned department.

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Breaching key threshold, Earth records hottest year ever in 2024
WASHINGTON, Jan 10:

Earth recorded its hottest

year ever in 2024, with such

a big jump that the planet

temporarily passed a major

climate threshold, several

weather monitoring agencies

announced on Friday.

Last year’s global average

temperature easily passed

2023’s record heat and kept

pushing even higher. It sur-

passed the long-term warming

limit of 1.5 degrees Celsius (2.7

degrees Fahrenheit ) since the

late 1800s that was called for

by the 2015 Paris climate pact,

according to the European

Commission’s Copernicus Cli-

mate Service, the United King-

dom’s Meteorology Office and

Japan’s weather agency.

The European team calcu-

lated 1.6 degrees Celsius (2.89

degrees Fahrenheit) of warm-

ing. Japan found 1.57 degrees

Celsius (2.83 degrees Fahren-

heit) and the British 1.53 de-

grees Celsius (2.75 degrees

Fahrenheit) in releases of data

coordinated to early on Friday

morning European time.

American monitoring teams

– NASA, the National Ocean-

ic and Atmospheric Adminis-

tration and the private Berke-

ley Earth – were to release

their figures later on Friday

but all will likely show record

heat for 2024, European sci-

entists said. The six groups

compensate for data gaps in ob-

servations that go back to 1850

– in different ways, which is

why numbers vary slightly.

“The primary reason for

these record temperatures is

the accumulation of green-

house gases in the atmos-

phere” from the burning of

coal, oil and gas, said Saman-

tha Burgess, strategic cli-

mate lead at Copernicus. “As

greenhouse gases continue

to accumulate in the atmos-

phere, temperatures contin-

ue to increase, including in

the ocean, sea levels contin-

ue to rise, and glaciers and

ice sheets continue to melt.”

Last year eclipsed 2023’s

temperature in the Europe-

an database by an eighth of a

degree Celsius (more than a

fifth of a degree Fahrenheit).

That’s an unusually large

jump; until the last couple of

super-hot years, global tem-

perature records were ex-

ceeded only by hundredths

of a degree, scientists said.

The last 10 years are the

10 hottest on record and are

likely the hottest in 125,000

years, Burgess said.

July 10 was the hottest day

recorded by humans, with

the globe averaging 17.16

degrees Celsius (62.89 de-

grees Fahrenheit), Coperni-

cus found.

By far the biggest contrib-

utor to record warming is the

burning of fossil fuels, sever-

al scientists said. A tempo-

rary natural El Nino warm-

ing of the central Pacific add-

ed a small amount and an

undersea volcanic eruption in
2022 ended up cooling the
atmosphere because it put

more reflecting particles in
the atmosphere as well as
water vapour, Burgess said.

“This is a warning light
going off on the Earth’s dash-
board that immediate atten-
tion is needed,’ said Univer-
sity of Georgia meteorology
professor Marshall Shep-
herd. “Hurricane Helene,

floods in Spain and the
weather whiplash fueling
wildfires in California are
symptoms of this unfortunate
climate gear shift. We still
have a few gears to go.”

“Climate-change-related
alarm bells have been ring-
ing almost constantly, which
may be causing the public to

become numb to the urgen-
cy, like police sirens in New
York City,” Woodwell Cli-
mate Research Centre scien-
tist Jennifer Francis said. “In
the case of the climate,
though, the alarms are get-
ting louder, and the emer-
gencies are now way beyond
just temperature.” – AP

US blocks plea deal for
accused 9/11 plotter
WASHINGTON, Jan 10:

The Biden administration

succeeded on Thursday in

temporarily blocking a

guilty plea by accused 9/11

mastermind Khalid Sheikh

Mohammed, stalling a plea

deal that would spare him

the risk of the death penal-

ty for al-Qaeda’s Septem-

ber 11, 2001, attacks on the

United States.

Administration lawyers

had urged a federal appeals

panel to block Mohammed’s

guilty plea from going for-

ward as scheduled on Friday

at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba.

Defence lawyers de-

scribed the attempts to

throw out the agreement as

the latest in two decades of

“fitful” and “negligent” mis-

handling of the case by the

US military and successive

administrations.

The federal appeals panel

agreed on Thursday evening

to a temporary stay. It

stressed that the stay would

hold only as long as it took to

more fully consider argu-

ments in the government’s

request, and should not be

considered a final ruling.

It stalls an attempt to

wrap up more than two dec-

ades of military prosecution

– beset by legal challenges

– in one of the deadliest at-

tacks in US history.

Thursday’s legal action

marked a last-ditch govern-

ment request to prevent

Mohammed from entering a

guilty plea on Friday.

Family members of some

of the nearly 3,000 people

killed in al-Qaeda’s Septem-

ber 11, 2001, attacks already

were gathered at the US na-

val base in Guantanamo Bay,

Cuba, to hear it.

The fight has put the Bi-

den administration at odds

with the US military officials

it had appointed to oversee

justice in al-Qaeda’s attacks

on September 11, 2001, that

killed nearly 3,000 people. It

was the latest tumult and

uncertainty in two decades of

troubled prosecution tied to

one of the deadliest attacks

on American soil.

Asked about the appeal on

Thursday after a meeting in

Germany with allies about

military support for

Ukraine, Defence Secretary

Lloyd Austin told reporters

he had not changed his op-

position to the deal and cit-

ed the court challenge in

declining further comment.

The deal, negotiated over

two years and approved by

military prosecutors and the

Pentagon’s senior official for

Guantanamo in late July,

would spare Mohammed and

two co-defendants the risk of

the death penalty. It also ob-

ligates them to answer any

lingering questions that fam-

ilies of the victims have about

the attacks. – AP
